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Abstract. In the context of a global rethinking of the goals of economic development, the crisis of the Gross Do-
mestic Product paradigm, and the transition to well-being-oriented policies, the analysis of the theoretical foun-
dations of "happiness economics" acquires particular significance. The body of research accumulated over five
decades requires systematization and critical reflection to identify key points of discussion and promising direc-
tions for further research in the field of socio-economic systems management. Aim. To systematize and critically
analyze the evolution of theoretical approaches to the study of the relationship between economic growth and
subjective well-being, as well as to identify key discussion points that define the contemporary scientific agenda
in the field of well-being management. Methods. Comparative historical analysis, critical analysis, synthesis, sys-
tems approach, content analysis of scientific literature. Results. The author has analyzed the foundational works
by R. Easterlin, B. Stevenson and ]J. Wolfers, B. Frey and A. Stutzer, R. Inglehart, D. Kahneman and A. Deaton,
]J.-E.De Neve and A. J. Oswald, R. Wilkinson and K. Pickett, C. Graham, A. E. Clark, and S. Fléche. The author identified
the key stages in the evolution of scientific thought: from the "Easterlin paradox" through the institutional turn
and the differentiation of the concept of happiness, to modern longitudinal studies. The paper systematizes critical
arguments concerning each of the approaches examined, and highlights the areas of scientific consensus along
with remaining debatable issues. The author determined the significance of theoretical discussions for shaping
contemporary well-being policy at the state and business levels, as well as for developing management practices
focused on human and psychological capital. Conclusions. The evolution of theoretical approaches demonstrates
a transition from simple linear models to complex multidimensional constructs integrating institutional, socio-
cultural, psychological, and biological factors. It was established that social relations and mental health are the
main determinants of subjective well-being, and inequality acts as a key moderator, neutralizing the positive ef-
fects of economic growth. The obtained results emphasize the need to move away from the fetishization of Gross
Domestic Product towards multidimensional systems for assessing progress and integrating subjective well-being
indicators into the management decision-making system.
